FUNDAMENTAL ACADEMIC VALUES IN THE EHEA

Strengthening Cooperation through Fundamental Academic

Values?

Fundamental Academic Values such as academic freedom, university autonomy and
teacher and student participation in the governance of higher education institutions (HEI)
have accompanied the Bologna Process since the very beginning and are currently increas-
ingly coming to the fore in higher education policy debates. Hence, the Rome Ministerial
Communiqué puts particular emphasis on the protection of “fundamental values of higher
education and democracy and the rule of law” and commits to upholding institutional au-
tonomy, academic freedom and integrity, participation of students and staff in higher ed-
ucation governance, and public responsibility for and of higher education. Therefore, the
BFUG Working Group on Fundamental Values was asked to develop a coherent framework
for measuring and monitoring the degree of academic freedom and violations. The refer-
ence to fundamental values is also in line with the European Commission’s strong commit-
ment on this topic and supported by the new Erasmus+ programme 2021-2027. In addition,
the role of universities for democratic societies and the education of critical thinking is
more strongly addressed.

The conference within the framework of the DAAD project bologna hub will focus on the
increasing importance of Fundamental Academic Values in the European Higher Education
Area (EHEA), the need for action and the potential contribution to these values by the BFUG
and HEI. The conference aims at enriching the ongoing discussion on Fundamental Aca-
demic Values, bringing together professionals from the policy level as well as experts and
HEI administrators, sensitising all actors to the topic and building a peer support network.

In addition, also the framework to further the monitoring and implementation of the Fun-
damental Academic Values of the EHEA in the higher education systems of its members,
which will be developed by the BFUG Working Group on Fundamental Values, shall be dis-
cussed. The system should foster self-reflection, constructive dialogue and learning across
national authorities, HEl and organisations, while also making it possible to assess the de-
gree to which these Fundamental Academic Values are honoured and implemented in the
EHEA.

Furthermore, an exchange on the role of Fundamental Academic Values in international
cooperation and international mobility, experiences with previous activities, obstacles, po-
tential for the future, the impact of the Corona crisis and new opportunities for cooperation
from the perspective of HEI shall be enabled.

Key Questions

- What are the latest developments regarding Fundamental Academic Values in the
EHEA?

- Should Fundamental Academic Values serve as a basic prerequisite for interna-
tional cooperation?

- How to deal with experiences of restrictions on Fundamental Academic Values in
international cooperation or mobility?

- What should the framework of the BFUG Working Group on Fundamental Values
on implementing and monitoring these values look like?
