Next steps 

1. It was decided that QAA Scotland, with the support of the Scottish Government, would chair the network for the first year of its operation. The chairing duties would involve coordinating materials and responsibility for communication to the network members.

2. QAA Scotland would create a small coordinating group of around 3 members to support and advise the formation and working of the network. A request to nominate members to join this coordinating group will be sent to the participants in the meeting on 5th November.

3. QAA Scotland will invite colleagues to join the network and circulate a call for initial examples of case studies and practice according to the key areas of interest which were identified by the members of the initial meeting of the network on 5th November.
4. QAA Scotland, with the support of the small coordinating group and the Bologna Secretariat, will begin developing the structure of the website and assembling the case studies and examples of practice to share. QAA Scotland will be the main administrator for the site in terms of organising and uploading materials.
