Criteria and procedures have been established for self rectification of national frameworks against the QF-EHEA as well as for referencing national frameworks (and qualifications since developing a national framework is not an obligation under the EQF) against the EQF and these have been designed to be compatible. The self certification and referencing report by Malta demonstrates that it is perfectly feasible to carry out both exercises in a single operation and Croatia is now conducting a similar exercise. At the same time, at least two reports have brought out issues where there may be a different approach in the two exercises and the Working Group is invited to have an informal exchange on this issue.
